Smokefree New Generation Competition for Schools

Medway Stop Smoking Service continues to increase service provision to schools and young people on smoking prevention and cessation activities.  In order to raise awareness of these free services, a competition for secondary schools and Mid Kent College is being launched this October.  

Entries can be in film, text, audio or image formats and on any Smokefree theme which may encompass issues including health, environment, finance and social issues.  This opens the project up to a wide range of subject areas including science, English, music, photography, media studies and performing arts.  The winning school will secure products up to the value of £300 for their chosen curriculum area with the runner-up receiving £150 of products.  

Context
· We are seeking entries which will help to promote a Smokefree future for young people in Medway
· We believe that allowing young people to critically evaluate the impact of smoking is a highly effective way to promote a Smokefree future.  This project provides that opportunity
· Winning entries will be displayed on our website and may be used in presentations in young people’s settings

Eligibility
· All secondary schools in Medway and Mid Kent College
· Each student involved in an entry must be between 11 and 19 years of age at the competition closing date
· Each school may submit as many entries as they wish
· There is no upper or lower limit to the number of students included in each entry
· Each entry must be accompanied by the entry form (at Appendix 1) and, if necessary, any supporting consent forms as outlined below 

Entry requirements
· Each entry must be on a Smokefree theme
· Any work submitted must be original
· Entries may be submitted in text, image, audio or film formats
· All people depicted in the entries e.g. in an image or on film must;
· If they are 18 or over, complete an Adult Consent Form (at Appendix 2) 
· If they are under 18, ask a parent or guardian to complete a Young People’s Consent form on their behalf (at Appendix 3)







Judging
· Entries will be judged by a panel from Medway Stop Smoking Service and at least one other young people’s organisation
· The panel’s decision will be final and all posts will be checked for suitability before they are published.  
· Posts which may be considered offensive or inappropriate may not be published or may be edited before publishing.
· Entries will be judged on the following criteria:
· Greatest appeal to an audience of 11 to 19 year olds
· Highest impact in encouraging young people to remain and/or become Smokefree
· Most innovative entry

Entry Submission
· Entries must be received by 5pm on Friday 27 January 2012
· All entries must meet all of the above inclusion criteria and by entering, entrants accept the terms of the competition
